Blended Learning/Professional Development Days

6354. In addition, closing and delays will be reported to the following radio stations WTNS, WTUZ,
WJER and television stations WHIZ, NBC4, 10WBNS and ABC6/Fox.

We will utilize blizzard bags on snow day 8, 9 and 10. Blizzard bag information/assignments will be
sent home with your child or may be found on the district website. Teachers will be available via
email on blizzard bag days during normal school hours.

Mask to Stay/ Test to Play

Ridgewood Local School will now be following Ohio Department of Health in-school alternative to
guarantining students and school staff at home who have been exposed to COVID-19 in a school
environment to support in-school learning and reduce the strain. Eligibility to participate in Mask to
Stay/Test to Play is contingent on the exposure being in the school setting or school-related activities.
